VARSANG ("SPRING SONG"), OP. 16

Jean Sibelius

Jean Sibelius was born Johan Julius Christian Sibelius on
December 8,1865 in Hameenlina in the Grand Duchy of
Finland.
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Sibelius is known as Finland’s greatest composer spanning
the late Romantic and early modern periods. He started off his adventure into
music as a violinist, becoming quite accomplished, wanting to be a virtuoso.
Realizing he started his formal training too late, he decided to become a composer.
He studied at the Helsinki Music Institute (later named Sibelius Academy) where he began
his formal lessons in composition.

Sibelius had a fondness for nature and the influence of the Finnish landscape and Nordic
Country can be heard throughout his works. The Finnish composer Oskar Merikanto
called Spring Song, “the fairest flower among Sibelius’ orchestral pieces.”

Much of Sibelius’ works received bad reviews from critics to which he proudly replied,
“Pay no attention to what critics say. No statue has ever been put up to a critic.”

Jean Sibelius died at the age of 91 on September 20, 1957 leaving the world a lasting legacy
of beautiful music to play; listen to and enjoy. The Sibelius Monument was unveiled on
September 7,1967 in Helsinki, Finland in dedication to the late composer.

SYMPHONY NO. 6 IN I, OP. 68 "PASTORAL”

Ludwig van Beethoven

Beethoven’s Pastoral Symphony is a programmatic work that vividly
depicts scenes of rural life. Each movement represents different
aspects of nature and human interaction with it.

MOVEMENT 1

‘Awakening of Cheerful Feelings on Arriving in the Countryside” (Allegro ma non troppo)
This movement exudes joy and relaxation, setting a peaceful tone with a flowing,
lyrical theme. Listen for: Repetitive, gentle melodies in the strings, evoking a sense
of meandering through nature; birdlike woodwind passages that enhance the idyllic
setting.



MOVEMENT 3

“Merry Gathering of Country Folk” (Allegro)
A lively dance that captures a rustic celebration. Listen for: A folk-inspired,
rhythmic theme in the strings and winds; playful dialogue between
instruments that suggests dancing and revelry.

PROGRAM NOTES

MOVEMENT 4

“Thunderstorm” (Allegro)
A dramatic contrast to the previous movement, this depicts a sudden storm. Listen
for: Rumbles of thunder in the lower strings, flashes of lightning in the high winds
and violins, and the intensifying rain created by rapid string passages.

MOVEMENT 5

“Shepherd’s Song — Happy and Thankful Feelings After the Storm” (Allegretto)
A serene and uplifting conclusion, expressing gratitude after the storm. Listen for: A
warm, hymn-like melody in the strings, reminiscent of a shepherd’s tune; a sense of
resolution and peace as the symphony gently fades away.

This symphony is remarkable for its vivid storytelling and connection with nature.
Enjoy listening!

OVERTURE TO THE PIRATES OF PENZANCE

Arthur Sullivan

The Pirates of Penzance Overture, written by Sir Arthur Sullivan, was
created as a sort of hors doeuvre as an introduction piece to the
play. Structured as a typical overture, it starts lively, then slows a bit,
then resolves beautifully. Even with the complicated intertwining of
melodies, it is great fun to perform and listen to.

Fictional pirates became popular in Victorian literature and opera. After hearing of about
150 pirated performances of the play HM.S Pinafore in America, a hit play in which
Sullivan and his composing friend WS Gilbert premiered the year previous, they decided
to officially license its first performance in New York in 1879. Pirates of Penzance had
many productions worldwide and has many melodies that are still well known today.
